Every year, world leaders meet at the United Nations Climate Change Conference. In 2025, 

this event is called COP30, and it will be held in Belém, Brazil, from 10 to 21 November. 

The conference has two main goals. First, countries will discuss new climate plans to reduce 

greenhouse gases and limit global warming to 1.5 °C above pre-industrial levels. Second, 

they will decide how rich countries can help poorer countries with climate finance—money 

for clean energy and protection from climate damage. 

Belém is in the Amazon region. It is the first time that a city in the Amazon rainforest hosts 

COP. Some people are happy because it brings attention to forest protection. Others worry: 

a new highway built nearby may harm the rainforest—though the Brazilian government 

says the road is unrelated to the conference. 

Organizers also speak about a big project: the Tropical Forest Forever Facility, worth $125 

billion. This money is for projects that protect tropical forests and supportlocal 

communities. 

In short, COP30 is a key moment for the planet. Countries must balance new climate goals, 

money for poorer nations, and real protection of forests—and not just talk. The decisions 

made in Brazil could shape our world’s future.

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France Wants to Stop Ultra-Fast Fashion 

On June 10, 2024, the French Senate voted to support a new law to reduce the problems 

caused by ultra-fast fashion. This law could ban advertising by Chinese companies like Shein 

and Temu. 

The goal is to protect the environment. Many cheap clothes are made quickly and sold 

online. This creates too much waste and pollution. The law wants to make fashion 

companies more responsible. 

The Senate changed the original law a little. Now, the rules are stricter for ultra-fast fashion, 

like Shein and Temu, and lighter for European brands like Zara and Kiabi. Some people say 

this is unfair, but others think it protects local businesses. 

Jean-Frangois Longeot, a French senator, said the law targets companies that ignore the 

environment and do not think about social and economic problems. 

Shein said it does not agree. The company says it is not a fast fashion brand, and it s trying 

to help, not harm. 

Some French brands like Jennyfer and NafNaf are in trouble because they cannot compete 

with very cheap clothes from abroad. 

The new law also says companies must pay a fine if they don’t follow the environmental 

rules—up to 10 euros per item by 2030, or 50% of the price. 

Before the law becomes official, the French government needs to agree on the final version 

with other lawmakers.

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France Wants to Stop Ultra-Fast Fashion 

On June 10, 2024, the French Senate voted to support a new law to reduce the problems 

caused by ultra-fast fashion. This law could ban advertising by Chinese companies like Shein 

and Temu. 

The goal is to protect the environment. Many cheap clothes are made quickly and sold 

online. This creates too much waste and pollution. The law wants to make fashion 

companies more responsible. 

The Senate changed the original law a little. Now, the rules are stricter for ultra-fast fashion, 

like Shein and Temu, and lighter for European brands like Zara and Kiabi. Some people say 

this is unfair, but others think it protects local businesses. 

Jean-Frangois Longeot, a French senator, said the law targets companies that ignore the 

environment and do not think about social and economic problems. 

Shein said it does not agree. The company says it is not a fast fashion brand, and it s trying 

to help, not harm. 

Some French brands like Jennyfer and NafNaf are in trouble because they cannot compete 

with very cheap clothes from abroad. 

The new law also says companies must pay a fine if they don’t follow the environmental 

rules—up to 10 euros per item by 2030, or 50% of the price. 

Before the law becomes official, the French government needs to agree on the final version 

with other lawmakers.
